15.  A. Conference with Legal Counsel — Anticipated Litigation
Significant exposure to litigation pursuant to Government Code Section

54956.9(d)(2): (2 matters).

B. Consideration of Personnel matter pursuant to Government Code Section
54957(b): (2 matters)

With respect to Agenda Item 15 A., there was only one matter was considered and with
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respect to that matter, there was reportable action in the form of Board Direction (6-0) (President
Del Puppo, Directors Guice, Del Testa, Arabian, Chavez and Richter voting in favor) to proceed
to file a Complaint on behalf of the District against the City of Parlier for breach of contract and
for inadequate payment for fire services. Also present in Closed Session was Special Counsel,
Ben Nicholson and Todd Wynkoop of McCormick Barstow LLP. There was further Board
direction (6-0) to oppose proposed City of Parlier Resolution 23-55, a Resolution of Necessity for
the acquisition of the District Fire Station within the City.
